Haunani-Kay Trask says in her book, “From a Native Daughter,” “Our story remains unwritten. It rests
within the culture, which is inseparable from the land. To know this is to know our history. To write this
is to write of the land and the people who are born from her.” In this course, students will learn how to
bring their culture and experiences to life by sharing them through their stories. Students will explore
the writing process and gain skills in self-editing and publishing. They will also continue to develop
reading skills through both fiction short stories and nonfiction informational text.

HA‘l ‘OLELO: PUBLIC SPEAKING

The Grade 8 Summer Science Lab builds on the foundations of grade 7 Life Science, guiding
students to strengthen their skills in the scientific method and engineering design. Through
hands-on investigations, experiments, and research, students will practice thinking like
scientists and engineers while exploring topics that spark curiosity.



‘AINA ARTISTS GRADE 7
For students entering grade 7

Tuition: $200

This course will explore ideas and definitions of ‘dina (land, that which feeds us) through a visual arts
approach. Our guiding questions are: How have humans related with their natural environment
throughout history? How has this been reflected in art? How does nature inspire art? How can our art
proclaim our values about the earth and especially, our home here in Hawai‘i nei? Through in-class
lessons, activities and a few outdoor activities, students will become familiar with art from Hawai‘i and
around the world that deals with these themes. Students will also create personal projects that

define and represent their own relationships to and understanding of the natural world. Additionally,
students will gain an understanding of basic art concepts and be exposed to a variety of media including
but not limited to: drawing, painting, and mixed-media.

Students will strengthen their Hawaiian identity
while they learn about the Kapalama area and Hawaiian cultural practices, through food, mo‘olelo,
malama ‘aina and shoreline activities. Much of the course is delivered outdoors: in the ocean, in garden
areas, in a commercial kitchen and other spaces. (This course will require a KS Physical Evaluation

Student attendance will
be tracked, and the attendance policy applies (no more than 5 absences allowed).

2026 INTRODUCTION TO SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH - Students will learn about research methods and techniques, ethics, and the importance of
maintaining a clear and detailed notebook. They will be introduced to basic research principles, including developing testable hypotheses,
designing projects to test those hypotheses, analyzing data, and presenting findings in both written and oral formats. Topics such as
significant figures, sources of error, and simple statistical tests (including linear regression and I-tests) will be discussed. Students will learn
how to conduct literature searches for original articles and review journal articles. Scientific writing skills will be emphasized, including how to
write an abstract and the main sections of a scientific paper (introduction, materials and methods, results, discussion, and conclusion). The
course will also cover basic laboratory procedures, including pipetting, sterile techniques, and the use of an automated cell counter.
Instruction will be provided on mammalian cell culture, freezing, thawing techniques, DNA extraction, and polymerase chain reaction (PCR).
Various topics in science, including environmental science, neurology, diabetes, and materials engineering, will be introduced. Each student
will identify an area of interest and begin developing a research project to continue and complete in the HSR course during the upcoming
school year. Students are encouraged to start their projects over the summer. This course is mandatory for all new students to the HSR
program who will be enrolled in HSR during the 2026-27 school year.
